Apology to Professor Des Freedman and Dr Gholam Khiabany

On 5 July 2022 Professor Des Freedman and Dr Gholam Khiabany were
suspended from duties following an email they sent to students in the
Department of Media, Communications and Cultural Studies. An independent
investigation subsequently found that there was “no case to answer” and
Professor Freedman and Dr Khiabany were reinstated to their substantive
posts.
